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Overwhelming majority oppose Great Barrier Reef dumping

Australians are overwhelmingly opposed to the Government’s approvals for dumping of dredge
spoil in the Great Barrier Reef World Heritage Area, revealed by a new Galaxy poll released today.

“This is a stunning result - 91 per cent of Australians are against turning our World Heritage Great
Barrier Reef into a rubbish dump, with only three per cent in favour,” Australian Greens
environment spokesperson Senator Larissa Waters said.

Australians who love our Reef and want it protected.
